An important product in the Carolym range is the Caroskin SilWrap. This is a unique silicone bandage that is used after the acute phase. It
improves the skin condition and tackles fibrosis. The SilWrap provides a sense of freedom and self-reliance because patients can bandage and
manage their own arms, hands, or legs.

Lymphoedema occurs when lymphatic pathways or lymph glands are damaged and lymph circulation is disrupted. It often affects people who are
treated for breast cancer and those who have lymph glands removed along with a cancerous swelling in the armpits, also known as axillary gland
clearance. This intervention blocks the lymphatic drainage in the arm and can result in the swelling of the whole arm or at specific places. Around
one in three patients who are treated for breast cancer develop lymphoedema of the arm due to the removal of the lymph glands.

Protection from Caroray

Breast cancer affects many women across the world and Belgium has one of the highest incidences of this disease: one in nine women here will
be diagnosed. The treatment is complex and encompasses multiple therapies, including radiotherapy. This uses high-energy radiation to destroy

cancer cells while saving as many healthy cells as possible.

An innovative position which involves lying on the stomach is now being used as an alternative to radiotherapy after breast-conserving therapy.
This position offers benefits such as better dose distribution in the breast, the protection of vital organs and a reduction in acute toxicity. This
concept, developed with UZ Gent and the Prone Crawl Breast Couch (PCBC), is a new positioning platform that enables better irradiation

of the breast and regional lymph nodes. The PCBC is currently in the research phase and is being prepared for commercialisation to make this

treatment method more widely available.

An important element of this treatment method is the Caroskin Radiotherapy Vest, a unilateral bra that keeps the contralateral breast outside the

radiation field and thus protected, while the ipsilateral breast can hang freely.

Consistent compression: Flat knit technology provides precise control over compression levels throughout the garment,
ensuring consistent compression gradients. Garments that have been cut and sewn may show compression variations due to
differences in fabric tension or seam placement.
